BOARD REP SITS AFTER INTRODUCING LAY DIRECTOR 

Lay Director  (called to podium by Board Rep)

Good afternoon!! My name is ___________________ and 
I went on North Georgia Walk to Emmaus _______ 
where I sat at the table of _________________.  
I worship at ________________________, and it has been my immense blessing and honor to be the lay director for North Georgia Walk to Emmaus # _____________.
Now it is my distinct pleasure to introduce you to the pilgrims of Walk #__________ .  Will the new Fourth-Day pilgrims please stand!

(Pause for applause from the community.)

Thank you.  You may be seated.

You already know that prayer has been the spiritual foundation for this entire weekend.  This community began praying for Walk ________ many months ago – before we knew your names or the names of those who would be called to serve.  God’s plan was not clear to us then, but we prayed because God knew who would be here.  The entire team was bathed in prayer during the months of team formation and preparation.  Your sponsors have been praying for you, even before you decided to come on this weekend.  And here in this holy place, you have been lifted up in prayer, nonstop, for 72 hours.  The prayer chapel has been filled with people who knelt before the cross, people who held and prayed over the crosses you now wear and people who prayed at home and at work for you.  They got up in the middle of the night and prayed for you.  People you don’t even know – people in this community of faith, people in prison, and people around the world.  Thursday night as we were introducing our new friends, the Chrysalis room was filled with sponsors and community members praying for you by name.  Before Candlelight on Saturday, the Chrysalis Room was filled with people who traveled long distances to pray for you by name.  Christ has filled this place.  You may not have seen this happening, but you have felt their prayers.

We learned this weekend that we are called to be Christ’s hands and feet in ministry.  That is exactly what this North Georgia Emmaus Community was called here to do this weekend out of their love for Christ and their love for you.  You have experienced love and service of the Conference Room Team, those who were the visible servants on your weekend.  Serving you these past 72 hours, there were many more that you may or may not have seen.  Emmaus intends that they serve anonymously and selflessly – but these persons have been no less important to the success of this weekend.  Now it is time for you to meet these faithful and loving servants.  

God’s Emmaus servants have prayed for you, carried your luggage, cooked and served your meals, cleaned your bathrooms, and made countless agape gifts for you.  All this was done so that you would see the face for God and experience God’s love for you.  Keep these agape gifts; wear what you can – go back through your gifts and letters a month from now, a year from now – so that you won’t forget the message to God’s unconditional love for you.
Now I want to ask these Emmaus servants of God to stand and be recognized.

your Agape team, 

the Facilities Coordinator, Facilities Assistants, Supply Coordinator, Supply Assistant, and your Candlelight Coordinator
AND your Kitchen team…   Thank you for your expressions of love through servant hood.

(Pause for applause)

You may be seated.

I would also like to recognize these servants who were visible to you all weekend.  They were:

your Table Leaders and Assistant Table Leaders who guided your discussions, 

the Clergy who spoke of God’s grace and gave council, 

the Musicians and Technology Director who led us in praise and worship, 

the Weekend Coordinator who took care of your poster supplies and 

the Assistant Lay Directors who had the tremendous job of keeping us on schedule and getting us all where we needed to be at the right time!,  

On behalf of the North Georgia Walk to Emmaus and the pilgrims of Walk # ___, I want to thank you for your commitment of obedience as we journeyed together. 

(Pause for applause)  You may be seated.

Pilgrims of Walk # ___, you have an opportunity to respond to this community’s prayers by answering two questions.  Remember that this is not a time to say thank you, but a time to witness to what God has done in your life during the past three days and to describe your response to God’s call to active discipleship. _______________(INSIDE ALD) and ______________(Outside ALD) responded to this question as a model for your response on Saturday night before our poster party. You will start with our standard North Georgia introduction. Name, Walk, Table, and church, and then respond to the two questions.  On the podium, you will find a reminder of how to introduce yourself as well as a reminder of what the 2 questions are. They are:

1) What has this Walk to Emmaus meant to me?

2) What am I going to do about it?

The hand cross used during the weekend is here for you as well.

I will call you to the podium by table community.  If you need some extra encouragement, come to the podium with a friend.  Call tables one at a time.  Lay Director Seated.  Call table names from seat.  Do not return back to podium until called up by Spiritual Director.  

SPIRITUAL DIRECTOR
(When last table finishes, Spiritual Director comes forward and presents Hand Cross to Lay Director then transitions to Communion Liturgy.  Remind everyone to remain in a spirit of Worship until the Benediction.  Also, remind community to help stacking chairs against back wall before leaving.)  

Holy Communion – serve BEFORE CHAIRS ARE MOVED

4 stations  - NOTE:  if Lay Director and Spiritual Director serve pilgrims, the communion time will remain more reverent than if pilgrims are reunited with sponsors ahead of communion.
End with Benediction
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
