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Dear [PASTOR], 
It was my privilege to serve as Spiritual Director for a Walk to Emmaus Weekend ** March 22 – 25, 2018**.  There were **three** other clergy persons who were available to talk or pray with the participants upon their request.  One of your parishioners, [APPLICANT], attended on this weekend.  I thought it might be helpful to share a little about our experiences. 

In case you are not familiar with Walk to Emmaus (WTE), it is a spiritual growth retreat to strengthen the local church through the development of Christian disciples and leaders.  During the weekend fifteen talks are presented on the themes of God’s grace, disciplines of Christian discipleship, and what it means to be the church. The retreat is wrapped in prayer and meditation with times of worship and daily Holy Communion.  WTE also includes an ongoing support program of small discipleship groups. 

While WTE is an instrument of the Upper Room Ministries of the United Methodist Church, we do not emphasize any denomination during the retreat. This past weekend there were numerous churches represented from various denominational and non-denominational churches. 

Some persons come away from the Walk with great zeal and new priorities for their lives.  Others come away feeling strengthened and confirmed in an already rich and lively faith.  But it seems that everybody comes away having experienced God’s love in Christ and with a desire to “pass it on” in daily life. 

We hope to return your parishioner to you with a greater desire to serve in the local church.  You might want to encourage your parishioner to have conversation with you about their experience.
