On behalf of the Board, I want to welcome you to the King’s Retreat.  At this time, I would like to ask _____________________(HSD) to lead us in an opening prayer.
I have a couple of requests and announcements.  We ask that everyone involved in this weekend display a spirit of cooperation and charity toward others.  We ask those of you who are pilgrims to trust us.  We want this to be a weekend where you can experience the Grace of God in amazing ways.  Please allow us to do this for you by honoring our requests.  

I KNOW none of you still has a phone in your possession, but just in case some electronic device has somehow remained in your things, please be advised that there are to be absolutely NO pictures taken.  We want to respect the privacy of all involved and therefore there are to be no photos during the weekend other than a group photo that will be taken by me and distributed to everyone in the photo.   This applies to EVERY PERSON who sets foot on Kings Retreat.  

This is generally a tobacco-free facility.  This includes electronic cigarettes.  If you smoke, a team member will show you where our designated smoking areas are located.  

Walk to Emmaus has adopted a Safeguarded Servant policy which protects those who are minors, elderly or vulnerable.  This policy is similar to Safe Sanctuary policies adopted by many churches.  As part of this policy all adults, including clergy, will comply with mandatory reporting of abuse should it be made known to us.  

Should there be an emergency, please follow the instructions of the team members in the area where you are located, so that we can ensure safety for all.

If you are medically trained, we would love to know that.  Please share that with one of the leaders who I am about to introduce.

CHAPEL PASS AROUND THE 24 HOUR PRAYER VIGIL BOARD
The 72 hour Prayer Vigil board is being passed around.  Please sign up for a time to pray.  If all the slots are full, you can sign double in a space.  Remember how special it felt to see your Sponsor’s name on this board?  If you are a spouse it is equally important for your name to be on there!  For those of you who are new to this, you are signing up for a time to pray for the walk, the pilgrims and the team.  You do not have to return to King’s Retreat to pray.  Just pray wherever you happen to be at the time you sign up on the board.  Prayer is part of the agape you offer to all the pilgrims and it is the foundation for the entire walk.

Candlelight begins at 7:30 Saturday night here in the Chrysalis room.  Spouses who have attended a weekend, and all family members who have been on a Walk, are welcome and encouraged to attend.  

Closing is at 4:00 PM on Sunday in the dining room.  All are encouraged to attend.  Your pilgrim’s luggage and belongings will be placed here in the Chrysalis room.  Please arrive early enough to give yourself time to load their luggage in your car, and still be on time for closing.   

Sponsors, here are some instructions for addressing Agape letters that will help our agape servants out tremendously.  It is helpful to have the words spouse, son, daughter, brother, sister, mother, father, etc rather than “FAMILY” in the upper left hand corner.  The letters they receive first on Sunday is limited to 10.  Typically the top 10 include Sponsor, Spouse, Pastor, and then family.  You can help Agape out a lot by going ahead and rubber banding the TOP 10 together for them.  If your pilgrim receives more than 10 letters the rest will be placed in a bag on top of their luggage so they can be taken home and read.
While I have your attention, I would like to discuss another matter.  As we are all aware, participation in a Reunion Group is vital to remaining faithful in our walks with Christ by reinforcing the Emmaus message of greater involvement and accountability as disciples of Jesus Christ.

The NWGTE Co-Board is asking you to assist your Pilgrim with finding a Reunion Group in which to participate.  This could be an established group that would welcome a new member or it could be assisting a small number of Pilgrims in forming a new Reunion Group.

In keeping with the Upper Room Standards for Team Selection, which state all team members share commitment to Christian discipleship, church renewal and action, the Team Selection Committees will also take into weighty consideration participation in the following Fourth Day activities:

  - Regular church attendance

  - Involvement in the local church

  - Support of Emmaus Gatherings

  - Ongoing participation in a Reunion Group

  - Servanthood ministry behind the scenes of Emmaus Walks

So I ask for your commitment to assist your Pilgrims to get actively involved in a Reunion Group.  

As the Chapel servants bring in the crosses, are there any questions?? (Answer any questions)

Let us stand together and pray The Prayer to the Holy Spirit. (Located on the podium)

As__________________(Chapel servant) calls out the name of each Pilgrim, we ask that the Sponsor come forward, take the cross and return to your seat. We will share in communion and prayer after all the crosses have been handed out.  

CHAPEL - HAND OUT THE CROSSES
We will now have Holy Communion and prayer for the crosses of the Pilgrims.  After you take communion, please return to your seat to pray over the cross of your pilgrim.  You can pray alone or with others.  If you desire a Clergy to pray with you, please ask and they will be happy to do so.  When you finish, please return the cross to the wooden cross.  You are then free to leave.  As you finish your prayer time, please remember there are others who may still be in prayer.  Please keep an attitude of quiet reverence so as not to distract others.  If you wish to visit, please do so outside.  Thank you for lifting the pilgrims and team up to the throne room of God this weekend.  Thank you for sharing your pilgrims with us and for the commitment you have made to sponsor them.  

 We will see you on Saturday night for Candlelight and Sunday afternoon at closing.  Have a safe trip home.
